WHO IS ELIGIBLE?

The applicant must be a high school or GED graduate
who is now enrolled in a post-secondary college or
university. Must have a grade point average in the first
year of post secondary schooling of 2.5 or higher (A=4)
in the previous school year. The successful applicant
must be interested in Scandinavian culture and
heritage.

WHAT ARE THE CRITERIA?

e Based on grade point average / academic potential.

e Graduate of secondary school and now enrolled in
post-secondary school.

e Active lodge membership of applicant or sponsor.

e Work / volunteer activities in school or community.

e Letters of recommendation.

o Written essay (250 words or less)

HOW TO APPLY
Please complete and submit the attached form, a letter

of recommendation from a teacher, supervisor or
academic representative, a letter of recommendation

from your Desert Fjord sponsor and an essay of 250
words or less explaining why the applicant wants to
attend this program and detailing their intent to share
this educational opportunity with others. The Desert
Fjord Lodge asks that the successful recipient plan on
providing a brief synopsis of their experience following
that summer’s session.

Incomplete
application will not be accepted or considered.
